Creative Attributes Framework: Information Literacy

Attribute Library Skill Example of Activity

Making Things Happen
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Agility

Willingness to respond to new information by changing and adapting the
scope of the search.

Ability to recognise that different information sources are relevant to different
situations.

The ability to use information found to support or challenge an argument.

Communication

Engages in peer learning by contributing to small group discussions. Able to
summarise discussed ideas to wider groups.

Inspires peers by sharing experiences of independent discovery and ideas for
search strategies.

Can locate key contextual frameworks in which to situate own practice.
Utilises the library to contribute to the academic conversation and generate new knowledge.
Explore the library as a political space and consider whose voices are represented.

Storytelling

Can employ mind mapping techniques to visualize the relationships between ideas.
Can choose sources that inform personal understanding and aid articulation to others.
Identify methods of information dissemination and use this knowledge to aid peer learning.

Curiosity

Research as exploration rather than backing up what is already known.
Engage in research as a creative process, and be willing to take risks
Uses own analytical skills to navigate research cycle.

Self efficacy
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Resilience

Able to sustain motivation for researching a major project. Can reflect on
research process, devising new search strategies when the original one does
not work and applying lessons learned to new problems.
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
